RULES AND REGULATIONS

FOR THE SIX-A-SIDE SOFT BALL LEAGUE & KNOCKOUT TOURNAMENT 

ORGANIZED BY THE COUNCIL FOR BUSINESS WITH BRITAIN

1. If the number of teams allow, the competition will initially be run on a group basis, with the winners of each group progressing to a knock-out competition. 

2. The laws of cricket as laid down by M.C.C. shall apply.

3. Each participating team will be required to submit names, and the team must be selected from amongst the names submitted before 15th September, 2010, 4.30 p.m. and must include two ladies.

4. Each team will consist of six players – 5 gentlemen and must include at least 1 lady.

5. If two teams have won an equal number of matches in any group in the League stage, the following criteria will apply to pick a group winner for the quarter finals, which will be played on a Knockout basis:

(a) The team with the highest aggregate runs scored in the league. If this is equal (b) will apply;

(b) Team with lowest number of wickets lost in entire league;

(c) Toss of a coin

6. The group stage will consist of four overs per side. However, the organizing committee reserves the right to amend the number of overs and balls per over during the tournament in order to complete the finals.

7. At the knockout stage, each player will have to bowl an over, excluding the wicket keeper.  Please note that the player assigned as the wicket keeper at the commencement of a match would be called upon to bowl only if a match ends in a tie, to decide the winner.  However, if at the end of an over bowled by the wicket keeper, the game ends in a tie, the toss of a coin will decide the winner.

8. Under-arm bowling will not be permitted except for female bowlers.

9. Whilst bowling under arm, the ball should reach the batsman on the first bounce.  If it bounces more than once, it will be termed a dead ball.

10. No-balls and wide-balls will be counted as 4 runs to the batting side and an additional ball will not be bowled. However, only in the event the last ball of the innings is a no ball or a wide, an additional ball will have to be bowled.

11. All matches will be officiated by umpires of the Board of Control for Cricket in Sri Lanka.

12. In case of adverse weather affecting the conduct of the tournament, the Organizing Committee reserves the right to decide the manner in which the tournament should be conducted.

13. All matters outside the jurisdiction of the umpires shall be decided by the Organizing Committee.

14. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to disqualify any team from the tournament in case players are picked from outside the nominated names.

15. Players nominated must be only from those employed by the Company and should have company identification available for spot inspections.

16. Each team will require to have their own bats.  Balls & wickets will be provided by the Organizing Committee.

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NETBALL TOURNAMENT

Rules and Regulations for the Ladies’ Netball league Tournament organized by the Council for Business with Britain (CBB) 

1. The tournament games will be governed by the Rules of the International Federation of Womens’ Netball Association - I F W N A with the interpretations accepted by the Netball Federation of Sri Lanka.

2. The Tournament is limited to TEN TEAMS on a first- come -first served -basis. The organizing committee shall accept only duly completed Nomination and Entry Forms. Incomplete registration forms will not be accepted and the organizing committee will not enter into correspondence with any team that fails to abide by this rule. 
3. Every Company entering the Tournament must be a member of the Council for Business with Britain (CBB). 

4. A player is eligible for registration provided that she is on the pay-roll of the Firm she represents on the day of the registration for the respective tournament. A Team playing an unregistered Player will be disqualified. No registration will be valid unless the Player signs the Entry Form.

5. The matches will be played for duration of 10 minutes each with a break of 3 minutes. 

6. The matches will be played on a league basis. If a match ends in a draw in the Finals, an extra five minutes will be played two-and-half minutes each way (the NFSL procedure will be followed). In the event of a draw in the preliminary round, an extra five minutes will be played. If it still ends in a draw, the match will be replayed. 

7. The matches will be played for duration of 10 minutes each with a break of 3 minutes. 

8. Points will be allotted thus – 5 for a win, 3 for a draw. All teams must be on the grounds at least 10 minutes before commencement of Matches. 

9. Each team shall register not more that 10 per team including Reserve players.  
10.  All players must be attired in their corporate shirts as identification at the Tournament. 

11.  The Tournament will be conducted by the organizing committee of the CBB. They will make the necessary arrangements for the tournament and will deal with all matters in regard to the tournament which are not covered by the rules. The tournament committee reserves for itself the right to amend the above Rules to conform with any amendments in regard to the IFWNA and NFSL competitive Rules and to deal with matters not covered by the Rules. 

12. In the event of a dispute, such dispute shall be referred to the Tournament Committee, whose decision shall be final and binding.

13. No postponement of Matches will be permitted except at the discretion of the Tournament Committee. In the event of a Team arriving later than 15 minutes of the scheduled time, a walk-over will be awarded to the opponents. 

14. An Entry Fee of Rs. 9000/- will be levied from each participating team. This fee will include lunch for each member of the team and an opportunity to display the company banner free of charge at the venue. The Entry Fee must be sent with the ENTRY FORM & NOMINATION FORM. Any entry not accompanied by the entry fees will not be accepted.  

15. Rules & Regulations for the Badminton Tournament organized by the Council for Business with Britain (CBB)  

1. The maximum number of teams for the tournament is 12 CBB member companies. Each participating team would be required to nominate a minimum of 2 Men and 2 women and a maximum of 8 players. 
2. The teams will play for the following categories :

· 1 match Mens Singles

· 1 match Womens singles

· 1 match Mens Doubles

· 1 match Womens Doubles 

3. The tournament will be conducted on a KNOCK OUT basis, where the winner of the 4 categories will advance to the next round.  

4. Participating teams would be drawn in 2 groups consisting of 6 teams per group with the group winners meeting in the Final. 

5. Each company may enter 1 team per event

6. International Badminton Federation (IBF) Rules and Regulations will apply. 

7. Each category will be played in a best of 3 games of 21 points.

8. When a match is called and should player/ players not be present a walk-over will be conceded. 

9. All matches will be played using Feather Shuttles, which will be provided by the organizing committee. 

10. A team shall constitute of players representing their respective organization in all 4 categories. 

11. Every Company entering the Tournament must be a member of the Council for Business with Britain (CBB).

12. A company could nominate a maximum of 8 players, which could include 2 reserves – a male and a female player.
